David Brown

David Brown married to Carole for 43 years with one
daughter, Lynne and two grandchildren. He was born and
grew up in Sheffield and trained as a Draughtsman.

David moved to Melton in May 1971 to work for Petfoods
Ltd.(now Masterfoods) where he worked in manufacturing
division for almost 25 years in various management roles;
Engineering Design, Maintenance, Installations and finally
as Project Manager. For many years he was Chairman of
the Days Safety Commmittee and for his last four years
there, Chairman of the Sports & Social Committee.

David retired in July 1995 and took up the position of
National Secretary of the English Indoor Bowling
Association, playing an active role in the committees for the
English, the British Isles and the World Councils for Indoor
Bowls.

In 2002 he left to help set up the Melton Accident Repair
Centre with his son in law and has looked after the admin
of the business since then. M.A.R.C. is one of the premier
bodyshops in the area and they are the approved repairer
for both Honda and Suzuki for North Leicestershire.

In 1984 David was a member of the committee whose aim
was to provide an Indoor Bowling Centre for Melton. He
was asked to take on the role of chairman in 1986 and in
1987 he created a project proposal to build the centre
which is now based on Leicester Road. He personally
raised 98% of the funding for the project (some £550,000),
negotiated the purchase of the land and project managed
the building work. The centre opened for business on
Christmas Eve

1987, and from 1989 for seventeen successive years, was
the home of the English National Championships, bringing
many visitors to the town for one week each year. He ran
the business as chairman of the Board of Directors until
1995, when he resigned to avoid a conflict of interests with
his position with the English Indoor Bowling Association.

David enjoys patrticipation in fishing and bowls. He also
enjoys watching cricket and tinkering with old cars, owning
two MGB GT sports cars, one a 1972, the other 1980. The
1972 is just a shell at the moment awaiting paint before
being rebuilt, the other he uses when the sun shines.
